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Rational

● To look presentable throughout the school day. 
● To wear the correct uniform during school excursions. 
● To ensure that their uniform looks clean and tidy. 

 
Staff 

● To be positive role models and lead by example by following the staff dress code. 
● To ensure that all students are conforming to the School Policy. 
● To have consistency in the implementation of the Uniform Policy. 

 
Parents 

● To adhere to the policy. 
● To ensure their children are provided with the correct uniform including the P.E. uniform. 

 
Note: Students not dressed in their correct uniform will not be allowed to participate on school 
outings/field trips. 

 

Wearing of Uniform  

Students should be dressed in full uniform each day. Student may ONLY come to school in their PE kit on 

PE days. If students have after school ECA or fixture they must bring their PE kit and get changed after 

school. A detailed outline of the required uniform is found on the next page and in the student planner. 

It is an expectation that both parents and students adhere to the required dress code and ensure that
